Executive Commiffee Notes: Adjutant Ruffennach advised that the July 31, 2019 E.C. Meeting Minutes, in full printed format, had
been placed in the E.C. Meeting Minutes binder in the clubroom bookcase, and distributed to all E.C. members, and have been forwarded



to the webmaster for inclusion on the Post web site. A summary of noteworthy items or actions from the July 3l't E.C. Meeting were
reported as follows: \

I Decline the offer from Acuity Insurance to add Terrorism Insurance Coverage to the policy at the time of renewal. The waiver
was signed by Commander DuBois and has been forwarded with the premium payment.

r Created a Bad Check Policy to be utilize at all events sponsored by the Post. The policy notifies any check writer of their
responsibility if a check is returned for insufficient funds,

I Amended sections of the Constitution and By-Laws. The Amendments will be presented at the September 1 ls General Meeting
for ratification by a majority of the members present. Notification of the ratification vote will occur at least l0 days prior to
meeting in the Post Newsletter. Copies of the amended Constitution and By-Laws have been placed in the Club Room for
review.

I The Legion Act has been signed by President Trump which will open membership to the American Legion to all Honorably
Discharged Veterans since December 7, 1941.

r Hamilton County Newsletter reported a change in the American Legion Preamble. It was decided to await notification from
National before making any changes.

Membership Report: (Chair - I't Mce Commander). Report attached. Also discussed the membership payments for the first-year
members with the anticipated increase in applications due the passing of the Legion Act. Don Bishop advised that Charities Inc. has
budgeted for the fiscal year for the payment of 23 members or $920.00. The breakdown consists of 5 active duty members, 8 WW II
members, and 10 hardship or new members. If those are exhausted further action will be needed to the ability to pay for the first year of
new members.
